2.) Eternal Life

There is a choice, laid before us, that determines our destiny. In Deuteronomy 30:19 God
says, "I have set before you life and death, blessings and curses. Now choose life, so that you
and your children may live" (NI1V).

God gives us this choice by creating us to be free-moral agents. We are not pre-programed, but
we have free will. When we are faced with guilt we are also faced with the choice to respond by
seeking the grace of God for forgiveness or we can choose to react by hardening our
hearts against the guilt as a "conscience seared with a hot iron" (1 Timothy 4:2).

We can choose to follow a conviction that strengthens our way toward life or we can choose to
resist a guilt that reinforces our way toward death.
